letter, | must also say that it still is putting
the cart before the horse.

Further is it the police, the administration
or the students who are referred to as “‘a
small group of belligerent, vulgar-mouthed
trouble makers at Woody Hall?" And,
exactly who were ‘‘those individuals who
started the trouble in the first place,”” and
whose behavior was ‘““arrogant, abusive, con-
temptible?””

Iif they want 10 work,
they will usually have w go
into maimenance or tood serv-
ice according w Adams.

Students looking for work
are referred by Adams' of-
fice tw the parucular depart-
ment that needs the help and
that interests the swdent.

‘““These referrals do not
mean that the student has a
Job,” Adams said. “The de-
pariment interviews the siudent
and makes the final decisfon.’’

Adams said that no matter

where the studemt finds out
about a job be must go through
the Work Office. The student
must also have an ACT finan-
cial swmtement on (ile with the
Work Office and must be a full
time student. There are a few
excepuions made to this last
requirement for low income
students.
Adams said that his office
wries w0 find work for every-
one, but that there are priory-
ties.

‘The low Income student
must be placed first,”” Adame
said. “The“department will
pay part of his salary and
this office will pay the res:,"”
he said.

This does not mean that a
student from a family with a
low income 1Is placed in a job
for which he is not prepared.
It does mean that a special
effort is made to find a pb
for which the student is firted
and that this stddent has first
choice for that job.

“The orchestral musicians
in the pit are not there o ac-
company what will b>happen-
ing on stage but they are an
integral part of the entire
production,’” explained Elaine

Black humor
aids survival

““The ability tolaughis also
the ability to survive,” said
Joseph Boskin, professor of
history at Boston University,
who spoke on black humor and
black militancy this week at
Morris Library Auditorium,

“Black humor and black
militancy are related,”’ he
sald. During the slave period,
blacks used humor as a mode
of expression against the bru-
tality of their master, Doskin
said, Boskin feels that to
laugh at the white man was
retaliation,

Black humor was relegated
to obscurity until the Civil
Rights Movements of the
1950s and the Black Power
Movement of the 19608,

Boskin saild ecarly black
humor was characterized by
pathos and aggressiveness,
and was defeasive in quality,

Boskin feels the Civil
Rights Moyements provided a
catalyst for achange in black
hmmor,  “Humor was om-
ployed to release tension and
merely reflected what was
going om, he added. It re-
flected the ignorance and cru-
oty of whites,

Men  Mke Godfrey Cam-
bridge, Nipsey Russcl, Bill
Cosby, Dikk Gregory, and
many others expresscd a tri-
umphant quality and opeaness,
Roskin fools,

Boskin is nat optimistic of
the future, He foels that black
hgmor is now probably role-
gmed within the confines of
the hlack coremamity, and with
the risc in violgnce there

sistant to the director of Black
American Studics, who will
conduct the course, Students
will earn two to six credit
hours.

Workshop in Methods of

Hartzog listed a number of teams who would be In
contention for the championship, ‘‘Kansas has to be
the favorite,” he said. The Jayhawks have three
shot-putters who went first, second and third in the
meet last year. Kansas pole vaulter Jan Johnson
cleared 16°6 1/2 last week to win the Big Eight con-
ference title,
