Guods or services purchased in
violation of University purchasing
regulations will become the personal
liability of any student organization
member making the commitment.

Jack Barer, coordinator in Student
Activities, said Tuesday that his office
will not assist or help” any person
making an unauthorized purchase. Bills
for goods er services without
authorization from the University's
Purchasing Department will becoma
the hability of the person making the
purchase

Bills for films, maps and supplies
from local bookstores and cleaning and
siorage of cheerleader’'s costimes have
been received without any
authorization for the purchase, Baier
savd

Bater saxd the University has been
lax in enforcing its purchasing
regulations in the past and that Student
Activities has the same problem every
vear. New people lake over student
organizations, make two or three

mistakes, and the bills mount up. he
said

When unauthorized bills come m,
Student Activities will not pay them,
Baier said. The ven'ars will be “uut of
luck.” The matter will have to be han-
dled between the vendor and the person

making the purchase, he declared
“The procedure for making a pur-
chase is simple if peupie wou%d ruﬁow
it.”” Bawer sad. A.n’ member of a
student organization buying something
needs a purchase requisition from the
Purchasing Department.

In January 197¢, President Nixon announced that a
proposed jetport adjacent to Everglades National
Fark was nol to be built. The Chief Executive rightly
hailed this decision as “‘an outstanding tictory for
conservation.” Now the President has signed into
law a measure, hidden within an amendment to the
Supplemenial Appropriations Act of 1972, to limance
a R.500000 jetport within Griand Teton National
Park in Wyoming. +

The potential disturbance io the nearly 4,000,000
people who annually visit the Tetons is far greater
than it would have been at F'lorida’s Everglades. The
roar of commercial jews, echoing off the towering
;.-ak\ weuld be heard throughout the park. The

peling of peace and serenity that visitors expect to
find in a national park woukibedestmv«l and there
would be néwho:T ae could escape from the shat-
tering intrusion. »

In December 1970, a régjonal office of the United
States Bureau of Outdoor Recreation issued a set of
guidelines for jetport site selection, several of which
are especiaily applicable to the Tetons!

The airport shouid ot utilize any water, air,
or lands within any area set aside by a federal, state
or local government agency as a park . . ., the site
shoulkd be kcated so as te avoid Giminishing the
etic quality of the landscape and its value for
kilife, recreation, and ecologic . . . and related pur-
poses; and . . . s0as te minimize the-effects of noise
and air pollution on peopie, fish, and wildlife.”

Chicago Mayor Richard Daley,
however, 1ssued a last-minute plea by
cable to Soviet premier Alexei Kosygin
Iast week. In’ the process, a near-
capacity throng of 18,000 flocked 1800
West Madison Street to witness an in-
ternational exhibition of the sport as
performed by the Russian women and
Southern [llinois" men.

““The greatest thing. VIP treat-
ment.. ecstacy...” were some of the
comments the Saluki gymnasts had
about their brief éneday stay i the
“Windy Cry”.

The visit to Chicago by the 1972 Olym-
pic team champions was not sched:led
